Creativity = a process you can practice.

Most people think creativity is something you are
born with. That’s not all true. Creativity is not magic
— it’s a skill. And like any skill, you can learn and
train it. Over time practicing this ability will make
you more original and confident with your ideas.



There are THREE STEPS to help you unlock your creativity.

Step 1: Absorb Ideas

You need input before you can
have output. Read books, watch
films, listen to podcasts, learn
from different fields — science,
art, history, design. The more
ideas you absorb, the more
material your brain has to work
with. It’s like filling a library

inside your head.
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Step 2: Write Ideas

Keep a notebook, journal, or
notes app. Write down sparks
of inspiration, interesting
thoughts, things you notice.
Many creators carry notebooks
to capture small

observations. Ideas may look
small today but can become

useful later.

Step 3: Connectldeas

Innovation often comes from
connecting things that didn't
seem connected before.
Smartphone = phone +
camera + computer +
internet in your pocket. Don’t
wait for one big genius idea.
Create new ones by stacking

old ones.
